Victims of intimate partner violence, also known as domestic violence, or victims

of spousal abandonment can enroll in health insurance any time of the year through
Maryland Health Connection, the state’s official health insurance marketplace. Financial
help is available to lower the cost of coverage, and you can get in-person help to apply.

What victims of intimate partner violence should know:

If you've been abused or abandoned, you can enroll in your own health plan separately. Your dependents
may be eligible to enroll as well.
